From New Jersey
NJ Turnpike extension to Exit 14C.  After 
toll, take the Christopher Columbus exit.  
Follow ramp to the end and bear right onto 
Christopher Columbus Blvd.  At 7th light, 
make a right onto Marin Blvd.  At 3rd light 
make a left onto Grand St.  At 2nd light 
make a right onto Washington St.  Follow to 
end to race start.  

From NYC
Take the Holland Tunnel.  Upon existing in 
NJ, make first left at traffic light onto Marin 
Blvd.  Follow this 1 mile to Grand St. and 
make a left.  At 2nd light, make a right onto 
Washington Street.  Follow to end to race 
start.
